The building was a total 
loss and although some local groups tried to keep the 
historic bell tower from being torn down, it too fell 
victim to a wrecking ball just over a week after the 
fire.  No exact cause for the fire has been given, 
however some reports are that it is being investigated 
as an arson fire.  
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The DixieFest Committee has been in constant 
contact with the representatives of the fair grounds 
buildings to determine if another facility could be 
made available to us on such short notice.  While 
they had many things to deal with related to the fire, 
they finally notified the committee on Jan. 5 that an 
adjacent building would be available to hold the
event.  The building is known as the Pipkin Building 
and for those of you that were with us in 2000 and 
2001, we used a portion of this building to hold our 
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 Dixiefest (from page 1) forums.  You will still park in the same parking 
lot and camp in the same camper spots as past 
years so it won't be a problem to find.  

The DixieFest Committee is committed to 
providing you with the best possible hamfest 
under these adverse circumstances but we need 
your help and participation to pull this off.  It 
would have been easy to just cancel the event 
this year and start planning on DixieFest 2005 
but we feel that you, our past and future patrons 
deserve a good hamfest in the Memphis area.
